Purpose

The purpose of the Inventory of Arizona Historic Cemeteries project is to gather
information on the location, condition, characteristics, and history of Arizona
cemeteries, family plots, and individual graves dating from territorial days to
1962, or up to 50 years prior to the centennial year.

Background Information

The Pioneers' Cemetery Association (PCA), a 501 (c)(3) non-profit corporation is
the lead sponsor of the Inventory of Arizona Historic Cemeteries project. This
project will weave together the rich tapestry of the pioneer settlements of Arizona
with data that will include the location of each known historical cemetery in
Arizona and its association with early ranches, towns or settlements, individuals,
trails, exploration, or mines. Because of Arizona's diverse heritage of mining,
ranching, expioration, and settiement, information will include, when possible,
background on the reason each cemetery was established.

Meetings began several years ago with PCA, the State Historic Preservation
Office (SHPO), the Arizona Association of Funeral Directors, historical societies,
genealogical societies, the U. S. Forest Service, Arizona Cemetery Association,
and archaeology companies to discuss the feasibility of such a project. There
was unanimous agreement that such a project would greatly benefit the public in
its knowledge of the historic background of Arizona

General Description of Project

In collaboration with SHPO, PCA, and the Inventory of Arizona's Historic
Cemeteries Working Group (IHAC) a brochure was designed that gives insight
into the project. A form titled "Historic Property Inventory Form for Cemeteries
and Graves" was produced by SHPO, and accompanies the brochure. (A copy of
each item is attached.)

This form is being used to locate, identify, and describe each known cemetery,
group of graves, or isolated individual gravesites in Arizona. Information from the
forms is stored by the SHPO and will eventually be added to the Arizona State
Museum AZSITE database. AZSITE is a relational database that identifies and
documents historic buildings and prehistoric sites in Arizona.



Implementation Plan

Members of the Inventory of Arizona Historic Cemeteries Working Group have
been organizing volunteers from each County to spearhead the research
activities for their particular county. These volunteers will then forward the
information to SHPO, which is the primary contact for the database component.
The SHPO then shares this information appropriately with the project partners
and the public.

Project Timeline

2003 - Initial group formed (volunteers and SHPO)

2005 - Information collection began

2007 - Brochure and Inventory Form designed and produced

2007 - Fall. Volunteer County Committee Chairs solicited and contacted

2007 - November. Initial training workshop for partners and volunteers

2008 - December 2009. Fieldwork will continue with completed forms sent to
SHPO and PCA. Data will be entered in a database. Unforeseen issues
regarding individual cemeteries will be resolved. Planning will begin on a Manual
to answer questions on cemeteries, preservation concerns, etiquette, and
conservation techniques, using accepted preservation standards

2010 - January. Manual write up will begin. Cemetery forms will be formatted
into a comprehensive database. Forms will be accepted on an ongoing basis.
2011 - January. General layout and writing of Manual will be completed and
proofing of projects will begin

2011 - July. Printing of Manual and generation of database onto CDs will begin.
Photographs and explanation of projects will be incorporated into a presentation
to be used by public and students.

2011 - December. Projects completed.

The written products will allow for future additions. Since the number of
gravesites and cemeteries is unknown, we expect that this project will have a
continuing component beyond 2012, a lasting legacy.

Project Partners

Pioneers’ Cemetery Association, State Historic Preservation Office, Arizona
Association of Funeral Directors, Louis Berger Group, Inc., Gila County Historical
Society, First Families of Arizona, The Family History Society of Arizona, and the
Arizona Cemetery Association.

Results

A comprehensive database will be provided for the general public containing
information obtained through fieldwork, archival research, completed forms, and
oral histories of known historic cemeteries in Arizona.

Information to be included will be dates of the cemetery, county, city, general
location, size, number of known graves, photographs. A paragraph or two on the
history of each cemetery will be included on each page.



If individual researchers provide additional information or names of those buried
in the graves this information will be attached to the individual cemetery pages.

The wishes of those who want a historic record of their cemetery but do not want
it to become public knowledge will be respected. The purpose of the Project is to
learn where the cemeteries are for historical purposes, not to make it possible for
others to visit or, on a negative note, vandalize them.

Educational Value

The Cemetery Legacy Project will be used to portray the settlement history of
Arizona. The distribution of graves throughout Arizona may show a trend
towards which areas of Arizona were first settled and the number and ethnic
origins of people who settled in each area. It will also give researchers,
historians, and the public a better idea of how many burials occurred in Arizona

before 1962.

A presentation including photographs and historic information will be completed
showing various cemeteries throughout the state. The presentation will be given
throughout the Centennial Year to school groups, genealogy societies, and
historical societies.

Post 2012

The working group will investigate the feasibility of introducing legisiation to
provide for a State Register of Historic Cemeteries that may include sections
providing means for protecting cemeteries.
